Sunday morning, May 17, we rec-

ognized our Sunday School classes and teachers. With about 100 people gathered 

in our church for the 11:15 service, we heard a moving testimony from Katy 

McCann, an 11th grader.  

 

Then, the little ones in Godly Play sang in simplified Anglican chant the 23rd Psalm in its en-

tirety by memory, and each shared what their favorite story was. Our Workshop Cycles class pre-

sented the Baptism quilt they made and had it blessed at the altar. Each 4th or 5th grader in our 

Beginning the Journey class shared his or her favorite memorized bible verse and displayed a pa-

per chain with peopleõs names in the congregation, reminding us that we are bound together in 

love. 

 

Our Rite 13 class unfurled a huge drawing of one of the kids with her  attributes listed. They ex-

plained that they have been learning about what it means to be created in the image of God. Fi-

nally, our J2A group shared their topics of Self, Society, Spirituality, and Sexuality. They told us 

that they have learned that asking difficult questions in the safety of trusted friends and mentors 

has led them into a stronger faith.  

 

After this inspiring glimpse of what our children and youth are experiencing and acknowledging 

their faithful teachers, the congregation headed over to our annual parish picnic, which was held 

on the grounds behind the Parish House. The Men of Grace manned the grill as we broke bread 

together seated at the six picnic tables constructed by these same good men.  

 

Side dishes and desserts were in abundance. We all simply enjoyed being together. That evening
