ney of illness and now healing
has been profound for us.

Finally, in early March, three
and a half months after sur-
gery, the deep incision in

A Stephen Minister is a trained caregiver who provides one -to-one confidential care. We are fortu-
nate to be able to implement this ministry in our church and community.

are at the halfway point in their 50 hours of training. We have now covered the foundation topics

of care giving, which includes learning modules on Distinctly Christian Care Giving, The Person

of the Caregiver, Feelings, Art of Listening, Process vs. Results Care Giving, Maintaining
Healthy Boundaries, and Crisis Theory.

In the following weeks more specific topics, such as Depression, Grief, and lliness will be covered.
