We will celebrate All Saints Sunday on the first Sunday of November this year. 

It is a feast day in which we intentionally connect our selves and our prayers to 

all who have been lights on the Christian path, examples of godly life who have 

built up the Church and prepared the way of Christ for us. 

 

When you read about the lives of some of the famous saints, you find that they are anything but 

perfectly conventional in their faith and life. They have brought along their own eccentricities 

and quirks as the Holy Spirit has led them in following Christ. I delight in the variety of souls 

that bear the same good fruit! 

 

All Saints Day reminds us that we, too, are saints, each in our own various and sundry ways. 

Some of us make great strides in public ways to build up the Church and continue to share the 

good news we have been given in Christ. Most of us contribute hundreds of seemingly small and 

hidden actions and prayers that grow God’s love in this world. 

 

I am reminded of Emmanuel Kant’s expansion of the golden rule. More than doing to others as we 

would have them do to us, we should ask ourselves this: If everyone chose the same action that I 

choose how would it affect the world? If everyone generated the same amount of garbage, or 

thought the same hateful thought, or prayed the same prayer, or showed the same care... 

 

While visiting my son, Daniel, and his wife, Laura, I tasted some bread he has been experiment-

ing with. It’s not a fast-rising, bread machine kind of bread, but an old French recipe that de-

pends upon the yeast in the air (he adds a little due to the filtered air in our homes) and no sweet-

ener at all. Over twelve hours or so, the dough gently and gradually rises and bakes into a light 

delicate bread with a crusty edge that tears just right. And so, the hidden yeast of our own daily 

sainthood.

This is 

in response to interest from our members and a charge from the Bishop is-

sued earlier this year for every parish to do its part to ensure the sustain-

ability of our communities and the resources granted to us. Bill Gresham 

has been appointed as the committee’s chair. 

The Creation Keepers and environmental stewardship are a part of the 

overall diocesan stewardship campaign, which is a multifaceted, future fo-

cused initiative. It calls for: 

a reduction in the usage of our natural resources. 

programs for recycling 

programs for energy conservation 

programs for water conservation and more 

Education is the first step in our mission. As we develop our plans, we’ll keep you in-

formed and invite you to be a part of the process through earth friendly avenues such as e

-mail and personal contact.  

The Advent season will mark the start of our journey of self-examination, during which 

we’ll create our first “environmental scorecard.” The scorecard will provide a benchmark 

by which we will measure our accomplishments.

Foyer Groups begin in January 
 

“Foyer Groups are a fun and easy way for parishioners to gather together on a regular 

but informal basis for purely social reasons – to enjoy one another’s company, to 

strengthen bonds of community, to meet new members and just to get to know other peo-

ple who share a common interest in our church, but with whom we might not otherwise 

interact. They provide a means to develop new friendships and deepen old ones and are a 

way to make our sometimes fragmented parish feel smaller and warmer.” 

 

We’ve had Foyer groups at Grace Calvary for many years, but we took the past year off to 

look at better ways to organize and get back to the original purpose. We’d like to start 

back in January, so we’re asking those interested in being a part of a group to sign up ei-

ther by e-mail or by filling out a short form and dropping it in a box in St. Julian Hall. 

 

We plan to organize in groups of 8-10 members, who will be grouped randomly as much 

as possible. The purpose of these groups is to get to know people you might not otherwise 

see on a regular basis.  Each group meets every 4–6 weeks at the home of a member or at 

another location, such as a local restaurant. The main idea be-

hind the Foyer concept is to gather to focus on Christian fellow-

ship, a refreshing meal and relaxed conversation.

The Enneagram and Prayer 

God made each of us in God’s image, yet very unique in our personalities. The Ennea-

gram is an ancient Christian tool for understanding our spiritual and emotional lives, 

helping us to see ourselves more clearly, as God sees us and knows us. 

The Rev. Lynnsay Buehler, Director of Julian of Norwich Center at St. Bede’s in Atlanta, 

will lead us in exploring the Enneagram and Prayer. In addition to learning about and 

working on the enneagram, there will be time during the day to reflect on what we have 

learned about ourselves in quiet prayer and worship. 

Endowment Update 
The Endowment Board has kept a low profile for the past year, realizing that times have 

been hard for many in the parish and that people often associate endowment discussions 

with a request for money. Our Endowment Board is about more than just raising money, 

it’s about ensuring the future ministry of the church. 

We felt it was important to provide the congregation with an update on the Endowment. 

The parish currently has just over $50,000 in our Endowment Fund, which is conserva-

tively invested and has continued to grow (very slowly) despite the economy. John Davis 

is the current chair of the Endowment Board. 

The board is currently considering what we can offer of benefit to the parish now, while 

we continue to grow the fund to a point where the ministries of the church can benefit 

from it’s annual returns. You’ll here more about that later. 

In the meantime, we have one piece of information to share with you and one request: 

Those members who are 70 1/2 years of age or older may make a "Qualified Charitable 

Contribution" from an IRA without the 10% withdrawal penalty, though no charitable 

deduction is allowed. It can be used as part of the donor's annual minimum contribu-

tion. This option is available until December 31, 2009 (unless Congress extends the 

deadline). 

Please remember Grace Calvary in your Will. Planning for the future with the church 

in mind can have a significant on the stability of our parish.
