Cookbook Update 
Many thanks from the Cookbook Committee to all who have submitted recipes 
and tested them over the past few months.  We received over 400 recipes, and 
most of them have been tested.  Your response to this project has been over-
whelming, and we are very grateful. 

The committee is now faced with the difficult job of selecting about 250 recipes to 
be included in the book.  This is not an easy task.  There are many factors to be 
considered, such as how many we received that were similar, and which ones were 
tested first.  We plan to include the contributorôs name with the recipe, so if someone submitted 10 reci-
pes, they wonôt all be included.  We are making every effort to use at least one recipe from each church 
member who submitted.  Choosing to include contributorsô names with the recipes makes our task much 
more difficult in some ways, but we felt that this was an important feature for our book. 

Now that we have completed the testing phase, weôll be spending the next few months deciding on page 
layout and design, and completing the history and other parts of the book.  In about a month, we should 
have the materials that will allow us to begin pre-sales of the book at a discounted price. 

Weôre due to have all the copy to the printer by Nov. 30.  Weôll take a break over the holidays and begin 
proofing the final manuscript in January.  Publication is set for early spring 2010.  Our big publication 
event will be scheduled right after Easter, which is April 4 next year.
